Generosity Week when we reflected on how
closely generosity sits to gratitude.

As King David prayed, with a kind of incredulous
delight in God’s grace, “Everything comes from you; all
we’re doing is giving back what we’ve been given from your
generous hand!” (1 Chronicles 29.14, Message version).
Echoing Bishop Karowei’s example, can we invite you, just
after you read this, to give yourself to a moment of
thanksgiving?

Close your eyes to the glow of the screen, open your hands,

and take a breath.

We give thanks for God’s people, God’s provision, and

God’s presence.
